Sarcochilus is a genus of orchids not widely grown
outside of Australia, where it is native. The plants
make clusters of Vinca-like flowers in shades of pink,
red and white, often with a contrasting ring of color at
the center.

This month, Dennis
Olivas will tell us all about
Sarcochilus species and
hybrids. Dennis was born
on the island of Kauai. Asa feé
boy he helped his mom X
grow her orchids and got
hooked. He joined the iy
Future Farmers of America [l ARy = -
and his project was raising and selling orchids.

In 1980 he moved to the mainland and swore off
the orchid family, but not for long, as he was
introduced to Rod McLellan’s “Acres of Orchids”.
First, he filled his home with upwards of 6,000 plants.
Later he leased greenhouse space for his collection. A
glutton for punishment, he continued to add to his
collection, overflowing his 3,000 sq. ft. greenhouse in
Half Moon Bay. Currently his greenhouse (D&D
Flowers) is in Daly City, CA.

Dennis has been president of Peninsula Orchid
Society, San Francisco Orchid Society, Diablo View
Orchid Society and the Santa Cruz Orchid Society. He

is an accredited judge of the American Orchid Society.

Dennis belongs to over 14 orchid societies and tries
to assist them whenever possible.

Recipients of our Yasuji Takasaki Memorial
Scholarship for the 2019-2020 academic year were
presented at the September meeting.

Each year, the Hilo Orchid Society gives $3000
scholarships to students at the University of Hawaii
at Hilo. We raise the money for these scholarships
at the silent auction at our annual orchid shows. Our
deepest thanks go to silent auction donors and
bidders and to the volunteers who run the event. To
date, we have awarded $36,000 in scholarships.

Our scholarships are named in honor of Yasuji
Takasaki, one of the pioneers of orchid culture
and commercial orchid growing on the island of
Hawaii, work that is carried on today by his sons
Sheldon and Gerrit. Unable to go to school beyond
8th grade, Yasuji made a promise that each of his
children would go to college to have the
opportunities that he never had. By working
multiple jobs, he kept that promise. Eventually he
founded Carmela Orchids and grew it into an
internationally recognized orchid business. He
passed away in 2011 at the age of 95.

Lael adds that
beyond her experiences in farming and gardening,
she finds that orchid propagationis “especially
satisfying.”
