new propagation methods, keeps detailed
performance records, and conducts intensive
studies of selected plant genera, then actively
shares both the best plants and results of that
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Its always hard to know where to
start for 2016, but John Cho’s new
Colocasia “Tropical Storm’ gets the
nod...the first elephant ear to combine purple
leaves with a contrasting white center, beautiful!
Also, don’t miss the new Amsonia ‘Storm
Clouds'....truly the best amsonia on the market.
Spigelia ‘Ragin Cajun’ is our new pinkroot
selection with a much more orange flower than
what’s currently available. We also want to
mention the incredible tree peony, Paconia ostii
‘Feng Dan Bai’, each clump of which sports
over 100 flowers when mature.

Agaves have long been a passion, so no surprise
we've added some new gems. Agave ‘Bluebell
Giants’ is a cross we made in 2014 that
promises to be one of the hardiest of the larger
century plants. If you're a variegated plant fan,
we've added six new variegated agaves that are
ideal for container gardening in colder regions.
And that’s not all... .we're thrilled to offer
three new xMangaves. . .hybrids from our
friend Hans Hansen, including xMangave
‘Moonglow’, xMangave ‘Pineapple Express’,
and the killer variegated xMangave
‘Kaleidoscope’.

If you're into dryland, southwest-style
gardening, be sure to check out our two
new yuccas. Yucca ‘Red Rover is a blue-
leaved Yucca rostrata hybrid with red flower
stalks, while Yucca ‘Desoto
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Blues’ is our find of a blue-leaf form of the little-known, typically
green-leafed Yucca louisianensis. As a nice textural contrast, we've
added one of our favorite dwarf desert ferns, the little-known
Bommeria hispida ‘Gila Dwarf’.

In the geophyte world (bulbs, tubers, and corms), we've added two new,
virtually unobtainable Amarcrinum hybrids, three new lycoris hybrids
which are available for the first time anywhere, two brand new native lily
selections, and our new rain lily, Zephyranthes ‘Floating Clouds’.

Moti was kind
enough to share seed of a form of
bear’s breech that thrives in Israel’s
hot Zone 10-11 climate, and we are
thrilled to share the plants with you.
We planted several of this Acanthus
mollis in the ground to watch, so
we'll all grow them for the first time
together. Acanthus mollis makes a 2’

tall x 3’ wide clump of broad, glossy-
green, deeply indented leaves that goes
into a midsummer lull but kicks into
high gear with the return of cooler
nights.

Bear’s breech is propagated
from root cuttings, so if you dig around
a mature acanthus, you will create
cuttings. Acanthus mollis was named
as one of the top 200 plants of the last
200 years by the Royal Horticultural
Society...quite an honor.

In the summer months, agaves respond amazingly to water
and fertilizer but, in the winter, good drainage and planting on any degree of slope are essential to survival. In cold
zones, we recommend establishing agave plants early in the growing season (by midsummer at the latest) for best
results. In containers, agaves are not only very forgiving if a watering is missed, but they provide great structural
form. We are pleased to offer an increasing number of rare, variegated century plants that until now have been
confined to the high-dollar collectors’ market.

International plant
shipments are subject to customs inspection upon
arrival in your country.

DO NOT feed pitcher plants with bits of
meat, mundane table scraps, or chemical
fertilizers. Their consumption of insects is an
afterthought, not a requirement.

As we headed to the top of South
Africa’s famed West Cape Swartberg
Pass, we stopped at 4,300’ elevation
when we saw a patch of Zantedeschia
aethiopica growing in a wet seep along
the steep mountain cliffs. Of several
seedlings from different locations

on our month-long trek, this clone
stood out in our trials for its luscious,
tropical-looking, 21” long, heavily
ruffled, dark green leaves and insanely
huge 7” white flowers, starting in
April (NC). For us, the clumps have
topped out at just over 4 tall, while
the flowers reach 4.5 in height. This is
a truly impressive selection, although
our quantities are somewhat limited...a
2013 Plant Delights introduction!

We first saw this giant calla lily at the
California garden of plantsman/garden
writer Sonny Garcia and were blown
away. Lining the walkway were these
giant, green and white speckled-leaved
Zantedeschia acthiopica callas, whose
foliage topped out above waist high.
Even more amazing were the 6’ tall
flower stems towering above our heads.
The flower is the classic, large, creamy-
white cup typical of the species...except
Zantedeschia “White Giant” has been
doing some really good steroids. In
our garden, we have only been able

to muster 4’ tall stems, 2’ long x 17
wide foliage and 5.5’ tall flower spikes,
but that’s still not bad. Keep in mind
the height increases each year as the
diameter of the tubers increase.
