In this printed version
of the catalogue, several fields have been truddaterder to reduce to one line the relevant daie
digital database is available on the website.

The result is that one has a cosele listing with all relevant information in
one computer field. Nomenclature has been very rsiroplified. Abbreviations have therefore
been necessary, mostly for the named cultivarspkmts of wild origin provenance data are
included and take following form: collector and riaegm, location, country, altitude.
