Centaurea dealbata 'Pink Passion’ is very hardy (Zones 3-9), and will thrive with good drainage
and plenty of sun. If gardening on average good garden soil you will find ’Purple Passion’ a very
prolific nectar source proving attractive to all kinds of pollinators in sommer and reblooming
in the late autumn.

The real star of this show is the textural feathery foliage. The silvery under-leaf provides
charming highlights that twinkle in the garden. If you have a passion for plant fashion, try our
new Centaurea dealbata 'Pink Passion’!

A beautiful and rare sage, Salvia jurisicii is endemic to steppe-like regions of southeastern Europe.

Production

70% of our current perennial assortment originates from our own
production, distributed over the entire world in more than 20 countries.

All areas under cultivation are monitored closely and controlled by our
qualified personnel for quality.

Why are we so committed to our own production in such a large number
of countries?

Only in this way can we try to influence the optimum environment for
seed production, taking into account the climate for maintaining the
typical characteristics of the different varieties and forms. In this way we
can release controlled and healthy seed for production: On the one hand,
to safeguard future quality of our perennial seeds and, on the other hand,
to safeguard delivery capacity by spreading the risk of harvest failures
caused by natural environmental influences.

How important is the selection of the production location? There is an
interplay between the climate and soil characteristics. For example,
the blue poppy Meconopsis betonicifolia, does not grow well in Italy or
Kentucky, but does so in Scandinavia. Stokesia laevis does not flourish in
Scandinavia but does so in Italy and Kentucky.

We attach great importance to the preservation of the natural
variability of botanical varieties by hand harvesting of early,

as well as late, maturing seeds.

We also produce seed from
endangered  species  under
horticultural conditions in order
to protect the natural location.

Since the company was established in 1957, it has been Jelitto Perennial
Seeds objective to introduce new and improved perennials to the world
market. Careful selection and breeding work is necessary to preserve
the characteristics of existing varieties and possibly to improve them. For
example, the quality of the deep burgundy-leaved Heuchera 'Palace Purple’
deteriorated after many generations due to the growing percentage of
green-leaved forms. Thanks to systematic breeding work we have been
able to offer a good stable strain ever since.

Breeding work takes many years until a new and stable form can be
selected. However, we do not shy away from the time and expense
involved in achieving genuinely new and improved varieties. For example,
Aurinia 'Gold Kobold’ ('21); Gaillardia 'Fire Wheels’ ('20), Allium 'Ornamental
One Series’ ('20); Heliopsis 'Bleeding Hearts’ ('18); Echinacea 'Green
Twister’ ('17), Cosmos 'Black Magic’ ('16); Salvia 'Sky Dance’ ('14);
Lewisia ’Little Tutti Frutti’ ('13); Alcea ’'Las Vegas’ ('12), Agastache
'Tango’ ('11); Alcea Spotlight-Series ('10); Echinacea 'Magnus Superior’
('10); Echinacea ’'Happy Star’ ('09); Rudbeckia ’'Sundance’ ('08);

Elite seed, for stock production, is isolated from cross fertilisation, pollinated
by hand often collected individually, observed and appraised over a period
of up to five years. It then takes another 3 to 5 years until the first saleable
seed can be harvested.

We concentrate very carefully on
the seed technology sector, :

All seeds are carefully dried in
Schwarmstedt. They are then
cleaned gently to a purity level
of over 98%.

Particularly important for us is the proper and individual storage of the
seed in order to perserve its viability, from harvesting to shipment.

Experience gained over 50 years in storage technology and quality
assurance means that we have harvest-fresh seed available in stock
nearly all year.

More than 15.000 germination tests are carried out each year in our
germination laboratories. Each batch is tested up to three times a year.

Particularly difficult and time consuming are germination tests on cold
germinators as these must also go through a process in our laboratories
of warm, cold and cool temperatures (according to our sowing
instructions).

JELITTO SEED TECHNOLOGY - JET® represent our improvement in seed
cleaning. JET® seeds have been rubbed, peeled, processed into pure seed
for better mechanical handling and seed sowing, or heat-treated. The
JET® process enhances germination on a growing number of seed items.
Seed in 1000 seed units are marketed as Jet-Seeds®.

JELITTO GOLD NUGGET SEED® makes it possible for cold germinators to
germinate quickly and uniformly without cold treatment.

In the nineteen seventies Klaus R. Jelitto developed a new procedure
for systematically eliminating the natural seed dormancy for cold
germinators and presented this innovative product for the first time in his
perennial seed catalogue of 1978.
